Jesuit collection thesis award regulations
Maastricht University Library

Awarding the prize
1. The Maastricht University Jesuit collection thesis award will be granted to theses that use some aspect of the Jesuit collection as their starting point. This means that the content of the thesis must be related to a theme within this collection, or be thematically grounded in one or more old editions within this collection.
2. The prizes will not be awarded to theses that have been evaluated as part of a university programme more than two year prior to the submission date.
Prize
1. The award consists of a first prize of €700, and of a second prize of €300. These prizes will be awarded annually, if the quality and quantity of the submissions allow this 

2. The winner of the first prize will be invited to give a public lecture on the subject of his/her thesis, after which the thesis prize will be presented.

3. The ambassador committee of the Jesuit collection and the University Library will try to arrange at least one interview or publication about the winning thesis. 
Candidates
1. Students from Maastricht University of all faculties are eligible for these prizes. It is not a requirement to have completely finished a university programme in order to be awarded the prize.
Selection
1. The ambassador committee of the Jesuit collection will appoint a jury, which will be responsible for evaluating the theses that are submitted. Their evaluation is binding. If necessary, the jury may consult others in the evaluation of the theses. 
2. The prizes will be awarded based on an evaluation of master’s theses, PhD theses or bachelor’s theses. Other publications or graduation work can play a role in the evaluation. Dissertations and papers written to obtain degrees other then those mentioned above are not eligible for this prize. 
3. The jury will state its reasons for awarding the prizes and has the right to include in their evaluation theses that on a competitive basis were not eligible for the prize. If appropriate, the jury may also award honourable mentions. 
4. In its evaluation the jury will review the following elements:
· Does the thesis offer insight into using primary sources from old or older library collections in general, and in particular the Jesuit collection?

· Is the thesis attuned to the current themes in (Dutch) society?

· Does the thesis lead to suggestions that could encourage the usage of the Jesuit collection?

Theses will need to be submitted before 1 July and sent to the ambassador committee of the Jesuit collection, Maastricht University Library, attn Guy Jaegers (g.jaegers@maastrichtuniversity.nl), PO Box 616, 6200 MD Maastricht. The results will be announced in autumn of the same year and the presentation of the prize will take place at the end of that year.
